58th General Service Conference Theme 

 

Through the conference our founders delivered the legacy of service to the entire membership. It was 
evolved not to govern but as the vehicle through which the A.A. groups would be the governing influence 
on all of A.A.'s affairs. The first General Service Conference, Panel #1 was held in 1951 as Bill and Dr. 
Bob's proposed solution to long term control of Alcoholics Anonymous.   
I am returned now from the 58th General Service Conference, where I represented HMB in the business of AA. The 
Conference had 134 voting members: 93 area delegates (69.4%), 26 trustees, AAWS and Grapevine Directors 
(19.4%) and 15 General Service Office and Grapevine staff (11.2%).  As you can see, what a privilege it is to have 
been granted the opportunity to be but a small part in the business of A.A. as a whole! Here are a few of the deci-
sions made during this Conference: 

Agenda  
The theme for the 2009 General Service Conference will be “Our Commitment to Carry A.A.’s Mes-
sage – Enthusiasm and Gratitude in Action”; the workshop topic for 2009 General Service Conference 
will be “Language of the Heart – Keeping It Simple”. 
International Convention/Regional Forums 
The undernoted four cities, expressed here in alphabetical order, are considered possible sites for the Inter-
national Convention in 2020:  Detroit, Michigan; Los Angeles, California; New Orleans, Louisiana; Van-
couver, British Columbia. 
Finance 
The Trustee’s Finance and Budgetary Committee gather input from the Fellowship on the benefits and li-
abilities, both spiritual and practical of fully funding G.S.O. service to the Fellowship (G.S.O. functional 
expenses) by the voluntary contributions  of A.A. members and groups and that this information be for-
warded to the 2009 Conference Committee on Finance. 
There is much more to share on the Conference - I am available and willing to visit your district and your 
group.  Communication and participation is vital to get broad sense of this Area’s conscience. I would like 
to thank all the groups who participated and communicated with me their viewpoints, experiences, ques-
tions and comments on items important to our Fellowship – please continue to do so!  For the groups who 
felt A.A.’s traditions are violated by including medical/legal information in our Grapevine, please write a 
letter to the Grapevine Editor to express your group’s concerns.

 Minutes – May 18, 2008 Area Assembly- Cobleskill 
Hosted by the Central Cluster of HMB Area 48. 
Deb D. opened the meeting at 10:03, and explained the Agenda for the day. 

The first item for the day was a Workshop Panel on “Communication & Participation – The Key to Unity and Self 
Support”, this years Conference theme.

At 11:00 our Area Delegate Joan R gave her Conference Report. Joan did provide hard copies of the Conference Re-
port.

Special Needs Discussion – Helping Those in Need.  

The SN Chair Pat L spoke about what she is encountering so far with the Area. She reports that most of our Districts 
have new SN Chairs, thus everyone is learning the basics. The usual question is “How do I get started”? One of her 
responses is that GSO has a lot of material such as how to get started and general guidelines.  
A recurring issue has been about providing Special Needs services to the impaired/deaf alcoholic. This has been 
brought up at a few Districts this year.

   Does anyone in  the Area do Sign? 
   What would an Interpreter cost? 
   Bringing in non- alcoholic to interpret, what about Anonymity? 
   Tape with Big Book is in Sign Language. 
   Down in Washington D.C. there is large Deaf community, call them for advice. 
   If we had meetings for the Deaf, more would probably show up. 
   Have Signers sign confidentiality clause. 
   You could have someone with a laptop at a meeting and sit next to a deaf  
   person and let them read what you type. 
   Cost may be as little as $ 40.00 or so for a week.

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PROPOSAL FOR VOTE 

The HMB Area 48 Newsletter Committee proposes that the newsletter be printed and distributed every other month in 

order to save money for the Area.  This would be a change to Item #3 in the guidelines for the HMB Newsletter in the 

HMB Area Service Manual p14. 

At the current time the newsletter costs for printing exceed the budgeted amount of $205.00 per month.  The Commit-

tee believes that printing and mailing the newsletter every other month or six times a year would save the Area ap-

proximately $1470.00 a year.  The budgeted amount for postage each month is $333.00.  If the current mailing list 

received a mailed copy, the cost of postage would be $336.00 per month.  Postage costs have been reduced by an in-

crease in the number of people opting to receive the newsletter by e-mail distribution rather than snail mail. 

The costs for the past years have been:
